grassy river of slow-moving water makes life possible for the plants and 
animals of this region. Water flows more than 160 Kilometers (100 miles) from 
Lake Okeechobee to wet, grassy areas called marshes at the edge of the sea. 
Many trees, plants, and animals live in forests on islands in the river. Other 
trees ,such as cypress and mangrove, grow right in the water. Some birds walk 
through the water between the trees ,eating the shrimp and fish that swim 
there.

One of the endangered plants is Garber’s spurge. This plant is one of more 
than 1000 kinds of plants that grow in the park. The American crocodile, a bird 
called the wood stork, and a large cat called the Florida panther are just a few 
of the endangered animals that live in the park. The plants and animals in the 
Everglades are not all that is in danger of dying out. The Everglades area itself 
is in danger. Because the Everglades area is a national park, the U.S. 
government tries to protect it. However, this protection has not been enough to 
ensure that it is safe from environmental changes.

4) the Everglades has a dry season that is an important feeding time for some 
animals. As the river dries up into small pools of water, fish and other food 
sources become concentrated in small area. This makes them easy for 
predators to catch and eat. But sometimes rainstorms occur during this 
season. When it rains, cities and neighborhoods move the extra water into the 
Everglades to stop their streets from flooding. This fills up the river again and 
disturbs the food supply for Everglades predators. It also washes away bird, 
crocodile, and alligator eggs. Some of these animals are endangered.
